A total of 112 attendees enjoyed the day at 
the Michigan State University Entomology 
Field Research Center in East Lansing, MI 
and at Wildtype Native Plant Nursery in 
Mason, MI.  At Michigan State University 
participants learned about native pollinators 
and their biology, natural enemy insect 
identification and biology, native plant 
identification and attractiveness to natural 
enemy insects, and Natural Resource 
Conservation Service resources and 
opportunities for native plant establishment.
